Old Business

Skating For Cure Fundraiser – Gini Weslowski not in attendance, no update.
Treasurers Report:  No report – All teams need to be paid up.  Will get letter if not paid up.
Team Rosters – All team rosters should have been provided to commissioners by 11/3/08.  If there is a roster addendum, then teams should notify commissioner and send in roster addendum.

Marketing and Communication Intern – GLGHL looking for older player or players that may be interested in helping publicize league.  Duties would include find sponsors, writing articles for newspaper release, etc.  
New Business

Playoff End of Year Tournament Selection and Planning Process – TB teams have option of using state playoffs for their tournaments.  All other divisions will play in year end tournament.  Each division will choose whom to host and organize tournament.  The two 12U TB teams may play in NTB tournament if they want and all other teams in respective division agree to it.  Need to have decisions by Jan 1. 2009.  Jamestown has interest in hosting all four NTB divisions in early March.  Canandaigua has interest in hosting red division, Amherst may want to host 14U NTB division.

10U/Tidbits/Biscuit in the Net Activities and Volunteers – GLGHL looking for one person from each organization to help grow girls hockey at younger levels.  General discussion on setting up sub-committee to get all the reps together to discuss and coordinate efforts.  Erie is hosting a 10U jamboree on 12/6 and 12/7.  Buffalo is also discussing having a jamboree also.

Girls Nationals Dates and GLGHL Presence – 2009 Nationals for Tier I and Woman’s will be in Rochester.  Woman’s to be held 3/27-3/29 and 12U/14U/16U/19U to be held 4/1-4/5.  There was general discussion about teams selling pink pucks for Skating for Cure Fundraiser to get reduced admission into games.
Aggressive Play Policy and Rule Adoption – There was general discussion about the proposed aggressive play policy.  The policy dictates that if a player gets 3 aggressive play penalties, then they will need to appear before the board and may be suspended.  A fourth aggressive play penalty will result in a hearing before the board and a mandatory 1-5 game suspension.  A fifth aggressive play penalty will result in a season suspension.  The aggressive play policy was read to all in attendance.  Robyn Kirchberger made a motion to adopt the policy and was seconded by Tim Faulkner.  The policy was adopted unanimously.  The division commissioners will be responsible for distributing the new policy to all the coaches within each division.  If a aggressive play penalty is called during a game, it needs to be reported, when the games is reported to the website.
